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Car Parking

Fill in Form 13 to reserve in advance your space in the Red Exhibitor Car Park. This parking is chargeable, and located in
West Quay Multi-Storey opposite the Main Entrance.

It is fully equipped with lighting, CCTV security cameras & patrols. Opening times 0530 to 2300 hrs daily. A multi-entry pass is
required for entry & exit. Max height for vehicles is 1.80 meters. Lost passes cannot be replaced free of charge, so keep them
safe!

Vehicles over 1.8m should park in the Blue Lorry Park near the Main Entrance off Harbour Parade. If you intend to park a
trailer with your vehicle, you will need to purchase two passes.  To purchase a Blue Lorry Car Park Pass please fill out Form
